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Three Step Flower Care

Flowers do not last well by accident and each flower should be treated in a way that is best
for it.

Flowers last well because they have been treated professionally from harvest right through
to the final consumer.

At Susan Avery we buy from growers who treat their flowers correctly and we supply our
customers with flower food and care instructions. We are part of the 'chain of life' for our
flowers.

In addition, we ensure that flowers are purchased at the right stage and in right condition.

Keep the water fresh and deep

For maximum life, change the water in your vase at least every third day. Many flowers
benefit from fresh water daily. There is a direct correlation between clean water and
long flower life. When you change the water, cut 172 inch off the base of the stems with
a sharp instrument.

Acidify the water

Bacteria that grows at the base of the stems plugs the conductive tissue and starves
the flowers. Acid water slows the bacterial growth. Use either 1/2 aspirin per quart or
one packet of flower food from your florist per pint of water.

Feed your flowers
Most cut flowers benefit from a supply of food during their time in your home. Using
174 teaspoon of sugar per litre of water or the flower food provided by your florist.

Quick Tips
o Clean vase
Clean water
Correct amount of flower food
Cut the stems at an angle
Remove leaves that would come in contact with the water
No direct sunlight
No draughts
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
